Stirling Demand for Disarmament

Focus on Britain’s WMD

On Friday 19th April Stirling residents will meet with local MP Ann McGuire to ask her to pass on to Prime Minster Tony Blair their demand that Britain abides by its treaty obligations and sets a real timetable for decommissioning its nuclear weapons.

The residents, including members of Stirling CND and the Stirling group for Justice not War will march through the town to the MP’s surgery and will display their “Precarious Planet” – a large globe showing the world distribution of nuclear weapons of mass destruction, with due prominence given to Britain’s 200  Trident warheads.

Colin McGreary said: “We want to show up British hypocrisy over weapons of mass destruction. This country has been signed up to the Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT) for the last 40 years but has never taken one significant step towards eliminating its nuclear arsenal – which the treaty commits it to. We want our MP to urge the government to prepare for the NPT Review next year by setting out a genuine step by step programme of disarmament.”

The event is part of the “Deadline for Disarmament” campaign during which people all over Britain will ask their MPs to pass on the disarmament demand. Overseas supporters will approach their British embassy or consulate with the same demand.

The campaign is organised by Trident Ploughshares which, in the light of the failure of the government to act, has issued its own timetable of disarmament activities at Trident sites across the country.
